The sledding hill is getting a lot of use from sledder’s and snowboarders.  Need to research language for a disclaimer sign to place at the hill in regards to use of the hill and toboggan runs.  Welton will call Michigan Municipal League (MML).

The county is maintaining the grounds around Graves Lodge.  Need to put a few plantings at the top of the cleared hill behind the lodge.

In regards to the skate park, the location has been cleared of brush and some trees at 164 Barton St.  The board discussed the pricing of re-siding the house and fixing the roof.  Great Lakes Energy has a People Fund Grant and NCRA will apply for it to cover the costs of the siding and roofing.  NCRA will pass a resolution of support for the skate park at the January meeting.  There was discussion on upcoming meetings in January with residents and stakeholders regarding the skate park.  Assign one NCRA board member to each sport category to attend quarterly meetings.

Rick Beisiegel, of Vital Signs and Graphics, was present and presented a couple more logo options for NCRA.  Nancy Kinniburgh presented more sign and logo designs options from Graphicus.  The board reviewed all of the different designs and voted on the top two choices; decided to revisit three of the designs at the next meeting.
